| am writing to you in order to commence formal Sefton Council consultation with you on our
proposed fees for the 2025/26 financial year.

The Council are proposing a 4.75% increase to fees (not including sleep-in rates) resulting
in the following rates being implemented (with effect from 15t April 2025);
